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Dear Colleagues,
For the first time since the foundation of the Italian Group of Forensic Pathology (GIPF), the Triennial
National Congress will take place from 16 to 18 April 2026 at the Aula Magna of the University of Pavia, the
academic home of Professor Giovanni Pierucci, founding member and Emeritus President of the GIPF.
As anticipated by the title, “Forensic Autopsy Reloaded. The Legacy of the Magister in the Artificial Intelligence
Era,” the 2026 edition will be dedicated to the memory of Professor Pierucci, a magister of legal medicine
and forensic pathology, who was deeply rooted in autoptic and histopathological tradition, yet at the same
time endowed with a modern vision, open to innovation and technological progress.
In continuity with previous GIPF National Congresses, the scientific program will be oriented toward
multidisciplinarity and the internationalization of forensic pathology. Speakers from National Scientific
Societies (GeFI, GTFI, SIRM) and International Societies (IALM, ECLMF, JSLM) will participate, contributing to
in-depth discussion of highly topical and complex issues that require specific technical expertise and
represent the present and future challenges of the discipline. To encourage participation and discussion
with international colleagues, all presentations will be available in both Italian and English, with
simultaneous projection of the translated slides.
The plenary session on Thursday, 16 April, will be dedicated to recommendations for good forensic
practice in medicolegal autopsy. The work of the GIPF and GTFI Committees will be presented, focusing on
cardiac examination in judicial autopsy settings and on post-mortem forensic toxicology laboratory
analyses.
Friday, 17 April, will be entirely devoted to the multidisciplinary approach to medicolegal autopsy in minors
- from neonates to adolescents - an uncommon but highly relevant field, characterized by significant
complexity and social impact, often also attracting media attention.
Finally, the morning of Saturday, 18 April, will focus on future developments in the discipline, namely the
application of artificial intelligence in forensic pathology and related sub-disciplines such as histopathology
and imaging. The aim will be to explore the potential, limitations, and risks of integrating AI technologies
into complex contexts such as the interpretation of traumatic injuries, reconstruction of criminal dynamics,
estimation of the post-mortem interval, and drafting of the autopsy report.
Thanks to the valuable collaboration of the Consulta Nazionale dei Giovani Medici Legali Universitari, ample
space will be dedicated to Residents, PhD candidates, and young Researchers, who will have the
opportunity to present their scientific work through oral communications during the Friday and Saturday
sessions or through poster presentations on free topics. At the end of the Friday afternoon session, the
members’ assembly will be held for the renewal of the Executive Board.
In keeping with tradition, there will be opportunities for social interaction: in addition to the welcome
cocktail at the end of the Thursday session and the gala dinner on Friday evening, an event open to the
public is scheduled for the evening of 16 April, entitled “From the postmortem table to the screen: the
representation of autopsy in cinema”. This event will provide an opportunity to engage in dialogue with
actors, directors, and film journalist on the sometimes central role of the medicolegal autopsy in cinematic
storytelling, accompanied by the screening of iconic scenes from Italian and international films.
Confident that the proposed topics will foster fruitful exchange and contribute to the growth of our
discipline, we look forward to welcoming you in large numbers in Pavia to pay tribute to the Legacy of the
Magister.

Infine, la mattina di sabato 18 aprile sarà invece dedicata agli sviluppi futuri della disciplina, ovvero
all’applicazione dell’intelligenza artificiale in patologia forense e nelle sub-discipline correlate, quali
l’istopatologia e l’imaging. L’obiettivo sarà esplorare potenzialità, limiti e rischi dell’integrazione delle
tecnologie AI in contesti complessi come l’interpretazione delle lesioni traumatiche, la ricostruzione delle
dinamiche delittuose, la stima dell’epoca della morte e la redazione del verbale autoptico.
Grazie alla preziosa collaborazione della Consulta Nazionale dei Giovani Medici Legali Universitari, ampio
spazio sarà riservato a Specializzandi, Dottorandi e giovani Ricercatori, che potranno presentare i propri
lavori scientifici tramite comunicazioni orali nelle sessioni di venerdì e sabato o mediante esposizione di
poster a tema libero. Al termine della sessione pomeridiana di venerdì si terrà l’assemblea dei soci per il
rinnovo del Consiglio Direttivo.

The logo is conceived to provide a visual identity for the 12th National GIPF Congress, evoking both the city
of Pavia and the topics addressed over the three days of the meeting.
The monumental Statue of Minerva, created by Francesco Messina and inaugurated in 1939, was
conceived as a welcoming landmark for those entering the city. Located between the railway station and
the historic city centre, it has since become one of Pavia’s most iconic symbols. Minerva, the goddess of
wisdom, heroic virtues, and war, embodies the idea of knowledge combined with moral strength.

PAVIA and THE CONGRESS LOGO

The helmet of the Pavia Minerva is adorned with
two serpents on the sides and an eagle at the
centre. The serpents evoke vigilant wisdom and
the ambivalent nature of knowledge, which can
both protect and strike. The eagle, an ancient
Roman symbol of power and breadth of vision,
represents a form of knowledge that rises above
things and masters them with clarity, in keeping
with the goddess’s role as protector of the arts
and heroic virtues.
In Pavia, the statue is closely associated with the University’s “millennial glory,” as expressed by the
inscription on its base, which conveys the wish for ever-greater prosperity for the Athenaeum.
According to a local tradition, the statue is said to “turn its back” on Milan, in order to defend the
University of Pavia from competition with the Milanese university, further reinforcing its symbolic value for
the city. One of the most widespread student legends holds that, until graduation, it is strictly forbidden to
look Minerva in the eyes, as doing so would risk never obtaining a degree.
The skull, within which electronic circuits are embedded, alludes to the application of digital technologies,
particularly Artificial Intelligence, in the performance of the medico-legal autopsy. In the Congress logo,
Minerva merges with the skull, symbolizing the union between the wisdom and knowledge handed down
by the Magisters of Forensic Pathology, a discipline that, while standing “on the shoulders of giants,” keeps
its gaze firmly directed toward the future and the innovations of our time.
